74 years ago in February 1941, in the midst of World War II, a slow 
convoy was hauling vital supplies for the allies 
in the Atlantic from Freetown to England. 
Convoy SL64 included 3 Norwegian vessels: 
Bur, Varangberg and Borgestad. Circumstanc-
es were that the convoy was sailing without 
appropriate escort, and thus were particularly vulnerable to attack.  
Borgestad’s Captain Grotnæss was the “commodore”  of the convoy. 
When the German heavy cruiser Admiral Hipper appeared to threaten 
the convoy, Grotnæss ordered the convoy to disperse, and steered his 
ship to engage the threat. He diverted away from the convoy. With a 
single cannon he engaged, but was easily sunk by the vastly superior 
warship, although the tower of the Hipper was reported to be hit.  All 
31 Norwegian hands were lost, including the American wife of the 1st 
mate. One other ship was sunk by the Hipper in that engagement. 
The diminished convoy continued, but the ship SS Gairsoppa de-
tached for lack of fuel to Galway Ireland, only to be found by the Ger-
man Submarine U-101 and sunk with all hands lost, but 
one.  The Gairsoppa sunk in 15,300 ft. of water with a 
cargo of  pig iron, tea, and as well as 3,000 silver ingots.  
In 2011, the Gairsoppa was discovered, and silver recov-
ered. As a result, a Norwegian sailor memorial coin has 
been struck from the silver that Norway obtained. 
Morten Solum obtained one of these coins and donated 
it to the Torske Klub for our raffle.  Tusen Takk!
